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Club Accreditation

1. Introduction:

1.1
In responding to the significant and growing demand from people of all ages, especially youngsters, England Basketball has recognised that club development is the number one priority for the sport.

1.2
England Basketball has established its own Club Accreditation criteria to improve the process for development and to work with the County Sports Partnerships in order to:

a) Increase the number of Accredited Clubs

b) Increase the number of Affiliated Members

c) Increase the number and quality of School-Club links.

1.3
Further support to clubs taking this opportunity will come from England Basketball’s Development Managers as well as staff employed by County Sports Partnerships.

1.4
The minimum requirement for eligibility for the Sport England – England Basketball Clubmark Award is England Basketball Three Star Club Accreditation.

2. Club Accreditation Criteria:

One Star Club:

1.
A club affiliated to England Basketball and with at least 15 registered members.

2.
The club has a recognised organiser (e.g. qualified teacher, EB level 2 coach, CSLA award holder).

Two Star Club:

1.
A club which has achieved the requirements for one star status.

2.
The club has at least ten England Basketball registered juniors participating in club activities.

3.
The club has England Basketball registered coach and technical officials as per the following table.

4.
The club has established contact with the relevant Local Authority and/or County Sports Partnership.

Three Star Club (This is the minimum requirement for Clubmark):
1.
A club which has achieved the requirements for two star status.

2.
The club has a written constitution and has at least 30 England Basketball registered members.

3.
The club has plans to develop basketball activity for coach development, junior development, technical development and increasing registered membership.

4.
The club must have affiliated, CRB checked (where necessary), England Basketball registered coach and technical officials as per the following table.

5.
The club plays regularly in England Basketball recognised competition and should have teams at both a junior and senior level. In the case of junior only clubs evidence must be provided of a clear link with a senior club playing regularly in England Basketball recognised competition.
6.
The club can demonstrate support from the host Local Authority and/or County Sports Partnership.
7.
The club can demonstrate that it has direct links with local schools – with at least one formal partnership agreement in place.

8.
The club has a Club Coaching Co-ordinator in place, who is responsible for the general development and management of all of the club’s coaches.
Four Star Club:

1.
A club which has achieved the requirements for three star status.

2.
The club has at least 80 England Basketball registered members, of which at least 25 will be female.

3.
The club has a prepared and published development plan which covers at least one year. This must include sections on coach and technical development, junior development, volunteer recruitment, increasing registered membership, provision of equitable opportunity (black and ethnic minorities, women, young people and disability) and child protection.
4.
The club’s plan relates to England Basketball’s national and local plans.

5.
The club demonstrates clear evidence of partnership with the local authority and/or local schools in the construction and implementation of the club plan. The club must have at least three formal partnership agreements in place with local schools.
6.
The club has England Basketball registered coach and technical officials as per the following table.

7.
The club competes in recognised England Basketball competition (local or national) at junior and senior level, with at least one female team. There must also be at least one team competing in national league.
Five Star Club:

1.
A club which has achieved the requirements for four star status.

2.
The club has at least 160 England Basketball members of which at least 50 will be female.

3.
The club has coach and technical officials as per the following table. Each of these shall be different members except at the first level of qualification.

4.
The club has monitored and evaluated links with schools and the Local Authority/County Sports Partnership in the development of basketball.

5.
A club which has identified and utilises clear pathways for young people to enter and exit from the club.

6.
A club that has a competitive structure containing opportunity for both male and female at junior and senior levels within England Basketball recognised competition.

7.
The club must have teams competing in the national league at junior women, senior women, junior men and senior men’s levels.
